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Until 1978, Flagstaff House or Headquarter House was the office and
residence of the Commander of British Forces in Hong Kong. Constructed
between 1844 and 1846, it is gazetted a historical monument. The
two-storeyed building is now the oldest domestic building in Greek Revival
style in Hong Kong.

IN January 1984, this historical building was converted to become the
Flagstaff House Museum of Tea Ware, a branch of the Hong Kong
Museum of Art. It is the first specialised museum in the world devoted to
the collection, study and display of tea ware. The core of the museum
collection was donated by Dr. K.S. Lo (1910-1995). The collection includes
about 600 pieces of tea ware and related vessels dating from Western
Zhou (11th century B.C. - 771 B.C.) up to the twentieth century.

In 1994, the K.S. Lo Foundation donated 25 items of rare Chinese
ceramics and over 600 pieces of Chinese seals to the Museum. The K.S. Lo
Gallery, a new wing adjacent to the Flagstaff House Museum of Tea Ware,
was built to house and display the items in December 1995. The Flagstaff
House Museum of Tea Ware is now a centre for the promotion of Chinese
tea culture and appreciation of Chinese ceramics and seals in Hong Kong.
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The permanent exhibition "Let's Talk about Tea through the Ages"

features different tea vessels and introduces various methods of
tea preparation throughout the history of China.
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Temporary exhibitions on topics related to tea ware are arranged
throughout the year.

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The Museum Gift Shop offers for sale of different kinds of tea vessels,
tea leaves, art books and exhibition catalogues.
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Video programmes are regularly shown.
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Tea Corner with relevant books are available for reference.
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The activity room regularly hosts events related to tea culture.
