The permanent display includes Chinese pottery and porcelain from the
Neolithic period to early 20th century, bronzes of Shang, Chou and Han Dynasties,
lacquerware, carved jades, coins, etc.

Bronze swords will be the subject of this month’s Museum Feature. Three
varieties of the Warring States Period bronze swords together with a bronze dagger
from Shek Pik of Lantao Island will be on display along with sketches and explanatory
notes.
