In the museum the permanent display of Chinese antiquities remains unchanged except for the
central area which will be used temporary for the following special display:-

Selected Finds from the Han Tomb at Lei Cheng Uk (8th November - 18th December)

About 30 cbjects from those originally found in the Han Tomb at Lei Cheng Uk will be displayed
in the City Museum & Art Gallery, together with illustrations and descriptions of the tomb struc-
ture and brick patterns. Since the discovery of the tomb in 1955 this is the first time that these
finds, which are about 1,700 years old, have been displayed outside Lei Cheng Uk.

(The Tomb is at present temporarily closed to the public during restoration and redecoration work).

ART GALLERY

Collection of Contemporary Art (8th November - 8th December)

Tiie City Museum & Art Gallerys collection of contemporary works of art has developed since it
was last shown in our gallery. We shall be showing a cross-section of prints, drawings and paintings
as well as sculpture, some of which has been recently acquired. Most are by Hong Kong artists but
we also include work by overseas Chinese and visiting artists from abroad.

Shelter Sketch Book - Drawings by Henry Moore 1940-1942 (13th December - 12th January)

We exhibit for the first time a fascimile of this famous series of drawings which are a remarkable
war-time record by one of the world’s leading sculptors.
